The playground was one of those components and is being approached as the first phase of 
construction. The scope of work includes the installation of owner-purchased play equipment, 
concrete sidewalks, benches, tables, bike racks, and a small shade structure. 

Attached is payout request #2 for the Newton Playground Park Improvements in the amount of 
$59,143.40.  This is the second payout from Hacienda Landscaping, Inc., who is the general 
contractor for this project.   

The total contract amount is $196,061.  Previous payments total $92,767.50.  The Balance to 
finish, including retainage is $44,140.10.
